Affirmed won the Triple
Crown in thoroughbred racing and Steve
Cauthen answered the critics by having another
outstanding year in the stirrups. Racing experts
even suggested that, through some mystical
powers, Cauthen has really been a jockey for 20
vears and his youthful appearance is only a
myth.

Mario Andretti accomplished something thal
no other American has done for 17 years. He suc-
cessfully piloted his Colin Chapman-built Lotus
to the World Driving Championship on the For-
mula I Cireuit.
