CALL FOR PAPERS

10TH INTERNATIONAL SYMPOSIUM of ROBOTICS RESEARCH (ISRR'2001)

November 9th-12th, 2001
Lorne, Victoria, Australia

The goal of the symposium is to bring together active, leading robotics researchers from academia, government and industry to define the state of the art of robotics and it's future direction.

The symposium will be held in an informal setting with a limited number of participants in order to maximise interaction.  During the four-day symposium, approximately fifty papers will be presented, in a single track, to cover the broad research area of robotics; some papers will be presented in sessions focused on specific research areas, others will be presented in a panel format to facilitate group discussion.

Papers representing authoritative reviews of established research areas as well as papers reporting on new areas are sought for presentation at the symposium.  A number of leading researchers will be asked to submit an extended abstract outlining a paper presenting their area of research to be subsequently presented in full paper form at the symposium.  In addition, researchers who feel that they have made a significant new contribution to robotics are invited to submit a full paper to a competitive review procedure, which will select approximately 20 papers; young, promising researchers are especially encouraged.  These latter papers will be reviewed by the symposium Program Committee and the International Foundation for Robotic Research (IFRR, the symposium sponsor) before final acceptance.
